Located at St Caprais de Bordeaux, Château l’Ombrière stand on the best 
Terroir of the “1eres Côtes de Bordeaux” – Clay and Limestone soils – 
South oriented hillsides overlooking the Garonne River. 
 
VARIETAL  
 
60 % Cabernet Sauvignon 40 % Merlot / 50 Years old vines 
Yields 40 hl/Hectares 
 
CULTURE  
 
Traditional working of the soil under the row. Natural grass cover. 
Harvest by hand with accurate selection on sorting tables. 
 
VINIFICATION  
 
Cold prefermentary maceration of 3 to 4 days in stainless-steel tanks to 
promote the fruity flavors and soft tannins Daily Pump over and 
punching of the cap. 
12 months ageing in French oak barrels (55%) and the rest in stainless 
steel Tanks. 
 
TASTING NOTES  
 
Highly expressive wine showcasing delicate scents of black berry 
elegantly blended with gentle spicy notes of white pepper. The smooth 
tannins let the bright fruit linger and the crisp flavor of eucalyptus reveal 
at the finish. 

Own by the Latorse family, also owner of Château Gabaron in the 
neighbor “Entre Deux Mers”, the Château l’Ombrière is located in the 

Premières Côtes de Bordeaux which owe their name to their location on 
the hills overlooking the Garonne’s flowing water. 

  
Following the winding path of the river during 38 miles long, the thin 

strip of land of the “Premieres Côtes” is never more than five kilometers 
wide and offers a varied landscape of hills and valley. The vineyards’ 

location ensures that they receive plenty of sunshine. Pebbles and steep 
slopes provide natural drainage and a choice of soils: Gravelly-cobble,
