2 acres in 6 different plots named “La Mailloche”, “Les Bruyères”, “Curon”, 
“Valière”, “Sauvigny” and “les corvées sous Curon”. 
60 % Limestone and 40% clay  
 
VARIETAL  
 

100% Chardonnay Rose – Ancient variety pink colored propagated by Massale 
selection from 40 plants. 
 
CULTURE  
 

Vines farmed Biodynamically with no use of herbicides or phytosanitary 
products. Use of sulfites and copper as well as plant infusions. Organic 
compost made at the estate. Traditional working of the soil. Manual harvesting 
in cases. Certified organic Ecocert and Biodynamic Biodyvin.  
 
VINIFICATION  
 

Slow pressing in pneumatic press. Fermentation, with native yeasts, and 12 
months ageing in 228 liters French oak barrels (10% new oak). Light filtration 
before bottling. Total doses of SO2 below 25 mg/l. 
 
TASTING NOTES  
 

A bit more aromatic and floral than the regular Chardonnay. The power of the 
wine is balanced by bitterness rather than acidity. Ripe fruit but still showing 
great freshness.
